AS WE PREPARE FOR WORSHIP THIS MORNING:
God Gives the Gift of a Child to Destroy Death

The Lord opened the barren womb of Hannah and gave her the gift of the son for
whom she prayed, and in grateful response she presented and gave the child,
Samuel, to the Lord’s service. “As long as he lives, he is lent to the LORD” (1 Sam.
1:28). So, too, did Mary and Joseph present the Child promised from the fall,
born of a virgin’s womb. The true offering wasn’t the turtledoves or young
pigeons. It was the Child they carried. This Child has come to “destroy the one
who has the power of death, that is, the devil, and deliver all those who through
fear of death were subject to lifelong slavery” (Heb.

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3-minute St. Paul and the Corinthians

:- The Apostle Paul's relationship with the new Christian converts in Corinth
e, was both significant and complex. Corinth was a major commercial and
Seminary cultural hub in ancient Greece, known for its wealth, diversity, and moral
challenges. Paul founded the church in Corinth during his second
missionary journey (around 50-52 AD) and stayed there for about 18 months (Acts 18:1-
18).

However, after Paul left, the Corinthian church faced numerous issues, prompting him to
write multiple letters to address them. The two surviving letters, 7 Corinthians and 2
Corinthians, reveal his deep concern for their spiritual health.

Paul wrote T Corinthians around 54-55 AD while he was in Ephesus during his third
missionary journey (Acts 19:1-41). This letter was a response to reports from Chloe’s
household (1 Corinthians 1:11) and a letter from the Corinthian church seeking guidance
on various issues (1 Corinthians 7:1). His goal was to address divisions, moral problems,
and questions about Christian living and worship.

Paul wrote 2 Corinthians around 55-56 AD, likely from Macedonia (possibly Philippi). This
letter was written after 7 Corinthians and a painful visit to Corinth, during which Paul
faced strong opposition (2 Corinthians 2:1; 7:8-12). After receiving a positive report from
Titus about the church’s repentance (2 Corinthians 7:6-7), Paul wrote 2 Corinthians to
encourage reconciliation, defend his apostolic authority, and urge generosity in giving.

There are several key themes in Paul’s correspondence with the Christians in Corinth:
Divisions and factions—the church was divided over leadership (1 Corinthians 1:10-17),
with some following Paul, Apollos, or Peter; moral and ethical Issues—Paul condemned
sexual immorality, lawsuits among believers, and improper conduct (1 Corinthians 5-6);
worship and spiritual gifts—he provided instruction on the Lord’s Supper, the role of
women in worship, and spiritual gifts like speaking in tongues (1 Corinthians 11-14);
Resurrection of Christ—Paul strongly affirmed the resurrection as central to the Christian
faith (1 Corinthians 15); defense of apostolic authority—in 2 Corinthians, Paul defended
his apostleship against critics who questioned his legitimacy and motives (2 Corinthians
10-12); encouragement and reconciliation—Paul emphasized forgiveness, generosity,
and perseverance in faith amid suffering (2 Corinthians 1-9).

Paul’s letters to the church in Corinth remain essential for understanding church
leadership, Christian ethics, and the power of reconciliation in the face of conflict.
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
