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AS WE PREPARE FOR WORSHIP THIS MORNING: 
 

Jesus Christ, Our Savior, Is Our True Peace and Sabbath Rest 
 

Though we have died with Christ in Holy Baptism, and we are raised to new life 
in Him, we find “another law waging war” in our body and life, that is, between 
our old Adam and the new man (Rom. 7:23). By the Spirit of Christ, we “desire to 
do what is right,” but we are not able to do so because “nothing good” dwells in 
our sinful flesh (Rom. 7:18). “Thanks be to God,” therefore, “through Jesus Christ 
our Lord,” who delivers us from “this body of death” (Rom. 7:24–25). We rejoice 
in Him, our gentle King, who comes “righteous and having salvation” (Zech. 
9:9). He speaks peace to our embattled hearts, and by His blood of the New 
Testament He sets us “free from the waterless pit,” and He returns us to the 
stronghold of our Baptism (Zech. 9:10–12). Though we “labor and are heavy 
laden,” He calls us to Himself and gives rest to our souls through His free and full 
forgiveness (Matt. 11:28), not because we are “wise and understanding,” but by 
the “gracious will” of God the Father, whom “the Son chooses to reveal” in love 
(Matt. 11:25–27).

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                     A Verse Never Stands Alone 

How many times have you heard someone quote a Bible verse to 

make a point, only to discover later that the verse didn't actually mean 

what they claimed? It happens more often than we'd like to admit. The problem 

usually isn't with the verse itself—it's with the context. 

AI, search engines, memes, and even well-meaning Christians often present 

isolated verses without their biblical setting. The result is that people can 

unknowingly build beliefs on what Scripture never actually says. The antidote is 

not to avoid helpful tools, but to become better readers of Scripture itself—

always asking, What comes before? What comes after? Why did the Holy Spirit 

inspire these words here? 

That habit has long been part of Lutheran biblical interpretation. We confess that 

Scripture interprets Scripture. Rather than imposing our own ideas on a passage, 

we allow its immediate context, the rest of the book, and ultimately the whole of 

God's Word to reveal its meaning. As St. Paul reminded the Ephesian elders, he 

had declared to them "the whole counsel of God" (Acts 20:27). Christians who 

seek that whole counsel are far less likely to be led astray by persuasive 

quotations taken out of context. 

Every verse of Scripture belongs to something larger: a paragraph, a chapter, a 

book, and ultimately the grand story of God's redemption in Christ. To remove a 

verse from its setting is like taking one sentence out of a novel and expecting to 

understand the entire plot. Context doesn't diminish God's Word—it reveals what 

God intended to say. 

Consider Philippians 4:13: "I can do all things through him who strengthens me." 

This verse often appears on athletic gear, graduation cards, and motivational 

posters, as though Paul were promising unlimited success. Yet in the preceding 

verses, Paul explains that he has learned to be content whether he has plenty or 

suffers need. Christ strengthens him not to win every contest, but to remain 

faithful in every circumstance. 
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Or think about Jeremiah 29:11, one of the most beloved verses in the Bible: "For I 

know the plans I have for you..." While Christians rightly find comfort in God's 

gracious character, the original promise was spoken to Jewish exiles in Babylon, 

assuring them that after seventy years the Lord would restore them to their 

homeland. Knowing the context deepens our appreciation for God's covenant 

faithfulness rather than reducing the verse to a generic promise of earthly 

success. 

Perhaps no verse illustrates the importance of context more than Matthew 18:20: 

"For where two or three are gathered in my name, there am I among them." This 

is frequently quoted to suggest that any small gathering of Christians is "church." 

Yet Jesus is actually concluding his teaching on church discipline and the Office 

of the Keys. He is assuring his Church that when it faithfully exercises the 

authority he has given—to forgive the repentant and call the unrepentant to 

repentance—he himself is present among them. The promise is even richer than 

many realize. 

Even Matthew 7:1—"Judge not, that you be not judged"—is often used to silence 

any moral discernment. Yet Jesus immediately goes on to condemn hypocritical 

judgment while calling his followers to humble, truthful discernment. 

We Christians in the age of social media and AI would do well to remember that 

a verse never stands alone. Individual verses can certainly comfort, convict, and 

encourage us, but God gave us 66 books, not a collection of disconnected 

quotations.
